6.8 Teachers’ Special Innovative Ideas (Brief description thereof) 
 

Making of Eco-bricks as a part of assignment 
 

Eco-bricks at Govt. College Kullu represent an innovative, 
hands-on student assignment initiated in 2022-23 to tackle 
plastic waste sustainably. Students collect non-recyclable 
plastic waste from the college campus, their residential 
areas and nearby surroundings, then tightly pack it into 
two-liter plastic bottles to create durable, reusable 
building blocks. This practice prevents the plastic waste 
from degrading into microplastics or toxins while fostering 
environmental awareness among participants. 



 
Students begin by gathering clean, dry plastic waste such 
as wrappers, bags and straws, excluding glass, metal or 
biodegradable items. Then, they stuff the material into the 
plastic bottle using a stick for maximum compaction until 
the bottle feels solid like a brick and produces a deep, 
resonant sound when tapped. The process emphasizes 
minimum air pockets to ensure structural integrity for 
potential uses like garden benches or walls. 
 
Eco-bricks effectively isolate and hide away plastic out of 
the biosphere, reducing pollution within the college 
ecosystem and also beyond the campus. By involving 
students directly in waste management, the initiative 
raises ecological consciousness and encourages reduced 
plastic consumption over time. This aligns with broader 
goals in floriculture and environmental education at 
institutions like Govt. College Kullu. 
 
As a low-cost, scalable practice, eco-brick preparation can 
endure in the college through integration into regular 
assignments, biodiversity club activities, and campus 
infrastructure projects. Its simplicity ensures student-led 
continuity, turning waste management into a perpetual 
tradition that supports the college's focus on ecology and 
sustainability. Ongoing monitoring for bottle integrity will 
maintain viability for years.
